whether the redacted content of the Charkaoui 2 disclosure 
concerns Mr. Almrei. There may also be information contained in 
the Charkaoui 2/February 9, 2009 disclosure to which privilege 
attaches and in respect of which the Court will have to consider 
whether the information can be disclosed to the special advocates 
and possibly to Mr. Almrei and his public counsel. The Court has 
directed that an in camera hearing be scheduled for March 18, 
2009, at which the special advocates will be present, to hear 
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evidence and submissions on these questions. 
 
The purpose of the Court’s review of the February 9, 2009 
disclosure is to ensure that the redacted information does not 
exclude content that should be provided to the special advocates 
and may be disclosed to Mr. Almrei and his counsel. It should be 
noted, however, that in deciding what may be relevant to the 
reasonableness determination, the Court does not consider itself 
bound by what was before the Ministers when they issued the 
certificate: Charkaoui v. Canada (Citizenship and Immigration), 
2008 SCC 38, at para. 73. There may be information in the recent 
disclosures that the Court will find, with the assistance of the 
special advocates and counsel for the Ministers, to be relevant to 
that determination which was not placed before the Ministers 
when they made their decision to issue a certificate.

This is in response to Mr. Waldman’s letter of June 5, 2009 
addressed to the Court requesting that CSIS undertake to review 
the classified information in this case and reconsider the 
possibility of requesting further information from foreign sources. 
This communication will also provide additional information 
regarding the current status of the closed proceedings. 
 
Regarding foreign sources, as this Court has previously observed, 
where the government wishes to protect material information 
provided by a third party under caveat, consent of the third party 
to disclose the information should be sought: Khadr v. Canada 
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(Attorney-General) 2008 FC 549 at paras.93-95.  In this case, the 
Special Advocates have had access to the closed third party 
information in the Court file subject to the redaction of irrelevant 
content. Having reviewed all of the information, including the 
content which was redacted in the copies provided to the Special 
Advocates, the Court does not consider that it is necessary to 
require that consent to further disclosure be sought from the 
foreign agencies concerned.   
 
With respect to the review of the classified information requested 
by Mr. Waldman, the correspondence appended to Justice Noël’s 
communication of June 5, 2009 indicates that a review of the 
human source material in each of the security certificate cases has 
been undertaken by CSIS: see the letter of Mr. Michael W. Duffy, 
Senior General Counsel, dated June 4, 2009. As noted in that 
letter, this review is in keeping with the obligation on a party 
relying on information provided ex parte to demonstrate utmost 
good faith.  
 
As set out in paragraph 83 (1) (h) of the IRPA, the Court may 
receive into evidence anything that, in the judge’s opinion, is 
reliable and appropriate. This implies a duty on the part of the 
Court to satisfy itself as to the reliability of the information and 
whether it is appropriate that it be received into evidence. 
 
The Summary of the Security Intelligence Report Concerning 
Hassan Almrei prepared by CSIS for the Ministers and filed on 
February 22, 2008 and the Amended Summary filed with the 
Court on March 24, 2009 both contain the same paragraph 7 which 
reads, in part, as follows: 
 
The human sources who have provided information used in this 
report have provided information in the past which has proven 
reliable, on the basis that it has been corroborated or is consistent 
with other information obtained by the Service.  
 
The Ministers filed a Top Secret document entitled “Source 
Exhibit concerning Hassan Almrei”  on September 5, 2008 which 
was subsequently entered as an exhibit in the detention review 
proceedings. Further to the delivery to the Court of information 
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produced in response to the Charkaoui II disclosure Order issued 
on October 10, 2008 and the review of that information by the 
Court and the Special Advocates, on April 3, 2009 the Court 
issued a Confidential Order requiring the production of additional 
classified information respecting the human sources. The 
Ministers responded to that Order by filing two volumes of 
documents on May 1, 2009. Following a review of the content of 
those volumes, the Special Advocates objected that the documents 
produced did not comply with the April 3, 2009 Confidential 
Order. The Court agreed with that submission and required the 
preparation of a Supplementary Response which was filed by the 
Ministers on May 15, 2009. The Supplementary Response 
contains further information respecting Service assessments of the 
credibility and reliability of the human sources in this case. 
On May 25, 2009, counsel for the Ministers submitted a Revised 
and Amended Source Exhibit for filing. This document contained 
revised information concerning the reliability of the human 
sources. In respect of one human source, a polygraph examination 
had not been performed as was previously reported. With regard to 
a second human source, the circumstances surrounding a 2007 
polygraph examination, not directly related to this matter, are in 
question and are being investigated. As noted above, a review of 
the human source information provided in this and the other 
security certificate proceedings is underway. Following their 
review of the Revised and Amended Source Exhibit, the Special 
Advocates advised the Court that the Supplementary Response of 
May 15, 2009 did not fully comply with the April 3, 2009 Order 
and requested that the Court direct the Ministers to review their 
files and produce any additional information in their possession 
relating to a number of specified matters concerning the human 
sources.  
 
On June 3, 2009 the Court issued a Confidential Direction 
requiring the production of the information requested by the 
Special Advocates. In addition, the Court directed that counsel for 
the Ministers be given direct access by CSIS to the relevant files 
and verify, as an Officer of the Court, that CSIS has complied with 
the terms of the April 3, 2009 Order and subsequent directions. 
Cross-examination of a CSIS witness was scheduled to begin on 
Wednesday, June 10, 2009 in a closed session. Counsel for the 
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Ministers requested an adjournment in order to comply with the 
June 3, 2009 Confidential Direction. Cross-examination is now 
scheduled to begin in a closed session on Monday, June 22, 2009. 
The in camera closing argument is now deferred until July 27-28,

This is to provide further information concerning the information 
disclosed to the Court and to the Special Advocates during the 
closed portion of the proceedings and an update on the status of 
the closed hearings.  
 
As indicated in the Communication of June 9, 2009, a review of 
the human source material in each of the security certificate cases 
was undertaken by CSIS following the disclosure of errors and 
omissions in the Source Exhibits filed in this matter and in the 
Harkat proceeding. In this case,  significant errors in the Source 
Exhibit filed on September 5, 2008 had come to light during the 
preparation of additional disclosures to comply with Orders and 
Directions issued by the Court in April and May. As a result, a 
Revised and Amended Source Exhibit was filed by the Ministers 
on May 25, 2009. Following a review of that document, the Court 
directed the Ministers to review their files and produce any 
additional information in their possession relating to a number of 
specified matters concerning the human sources. In addition, an 
Order was issued requiring the production of two exhibits that had 
been attached to warrant applications in 2000 and 2001 relating to 
information provided by human sources in this matter. 
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In response to the Court’s Order to produce additional information 
regarding the sources, the Ministers filed copies of documents 
from the CSIS human source files. On Monday June 22, 2009 a 
senior manager of the Service was examined and cross-examined 
about the process which CSIS has followed in conducting its 
review of the human source information presented to the Court in 
this matter. The Ministers also filed an additional document 
entitled a “Source Précis”  containing further revisions which have 
resulted from the review. That document shows each of the 
changes subsequently made to the Source Exhibit. The witness 
was also cross-examined by the Special Advocates regarding the 
preparation of the source exhibit and its relationship to the 
Security Intelligence Report presented to Ministers and filed with 
the Court in February, 2008.   
 
Cross-examination of the CSIS witness who previously gave 
evidence on direct examination then proceeded over the ensuing 
three days. During the course of that cross-examination, the 
Special Advocates put a number of documents to the witness 
which had been produced as a result of the Charkaoui II Order 
issued on October 10, 2008, and subsequent Orders and 
Directions. The cross-examination and re-direct were completed 
on Friday, June 26, 2009. 
 
As was noted in the June 9, 2009 Communication, the Revised and 
Amended Source Exhibit indicated that one human source had not 
been subjected to a polygraph examination by CSIS as had 
previously been reported in the September 2008 Exhibit. In 
addition, the circumstances surrounding a 2007 polygraph 
examination of a second human source were in question and were 
being investigated.  Consideration was being given at that time to 
the individual’s re-employment as an active source and questions 
had arisen about the source’s reliability.  As a result of the further 
disclosures and the cross-examination of the Service witness, it is 
now clear that the source was found to have been deceptive in 
providing answers to each of the specific questions on which his 
reliability was in doubt.  
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The Court has adjourned the closed proceedings until Monday, 
July 27, 2009 at which time oral submissions will be heard from 
counsel for the Ministers and the Special Advocates.
